He 

explained it would probably be a good idea to get a Water/Well Test since the house had been sitting for a good while. The Wind Mitigation test wouldn’t be needed as this house 

was a newer home and had more up to date building codes. I decided to go for the Basic 101 inspection ( 325.00 ), the Water Test ( 125.00 ) and a Test for the Well equipment 

( 25.00 ) - for a total of 475.00. Todd was very professional, very nice and answered several questions and offered other observations about the home and other tests that his 

company offered. From the day I called I set up the appt. for the following week ( a Monday ). I could have probably squeezed it on Friday - but I told Todd it wasn't a rush job. 

Monday morning rolls around - my appt. is scheduled for 9 am. I get a call at about 8:20 - Larry the inspector was in another part of Lee County stuck in some heavy traffic due 

to heavy fog. He told me he would be about 15 min late. ( which was ok - no prob. for me – I’m glad he called me to let me know his status. ) About 9:15 / 9:20 Larry showed 

up at the house with his wife. They were both very friendly, outgoing, professional and full of knowledge. Prior to Larry coming out - I had told my realtor the water needed to be 

turned on for the inspection. Minutes before he got there she checked the water pump and said it wasn’t working. I explained this to Larry - he stated he could do everything 

else with his inspection accept the Water Test / checking the pipes / sinks and other items pertaining to the water ( dishwasher ). Larry went around the house and went over 

different aspects of the house - things he thought might need future repair, or items that weren’t that big of a deal ( damage wise, etc. ). He pointed out things I could do to 

save money on and tips on preventing further wear and tear on the house. While he was going over various items outside the house ( exterior walls , roof , windows, etc ) His 

wife was checking on different items in the house ( electrical outlets, walls , joints - and many other interior items ) My real estate agent in the mean time was contacting the 

other realtor - letting them know the pump outside and the water was not working. By the time a plumber eventually got there - Larry and his wife had finished everything they 

could possibly do on their end. The plumbers couldn’t fix the pump - they needed to fix it later in the day ( with parts they did not have ). I found out later from my lender - that 

the type of loan we were getting - a water test was mandatory through an outside company they used. I explained I was already getting one with Todd. Due to the pump being 

broken - the rest of the home inspection had to wait a few more days. We scheduled the rest of the test for Thurs 2-7. Larry and his wife kindly came out again and finished up 

the rest of the inspection. Again, he and his wife were very informative, helpful and very nice. During the whole inspection ( s ) - they told me to ask questions, follow either one, 

and gave me a lot of tips for the future. I would not hesitate to refer Sherlock Homes or refer them to any friends or family in the future. I'm really thankful for Angie’s List and 

the other reviewers of this company - I def. made the right choice in picking a good home inspector.
